RULES AND POLICIES
Welcome to Somerton School of Gymnastics!  Our Staff will do everything to make your child's gymnastics class a positive learning experience.  Listed below are a few guidelines to help ensure the success of your child's gymnastics class.
1. Please call in advance if your child will be out due to illness and schedule a make-up.  Two make-ups are allowed per session and must be made during the first nine weeks of the session. You must call ahead and schedule a make-up to come in to another class in their level or an Open Gym night. If you do not come to your scheduled make-up, you lose that make-up. No refunds or credits will be given.

2. Major holidays that fall on class days will have an additional make-up. Schedule the make-up in the same level class within the session. There will be no pro-rating due to holidays.  Please make sure you schedule a make-up class!

3. In the event of snow, we will make every attempt to be open, but to be sure, call the gym prior to your class and listen to our message. You may also watch Fox news for weather closings.

4. Please make every attempt to have your child at the gym five minutes prior to class, especially if they need to change out of their street clothes.

5. Attire: Glrls should wear a bodysuit or shorts and t-shirt.  No baggy clothing.  Jewelry presents a safety hazard, it must be removed before class and given to a parent to hold.  Small post earrings are allowed.  If your child has long hair, please have it tied back. Boys may wear shorts or sweatpants and a t-shirt.  Socks are optional.

6. PARENT/TOT CLASSES- No siblings in the gym during class unless they are in a carrier seat. We recommend the same adult attend every class with the child.

7. No chewing gum, candy or food in the gym.

8. Parents must observe classes from the waiting room. If you must speak to an instructor, please wait until after the class. To ensure their safety, please do not distract your child while they are in class, especially if they are on a piece of equipment.

9. If you or your child has a major concern, please contact the office.
